We have made it to the halfway point. Upstairs is
progressing well with our new dining precinct set
to open by the end of this year.

The Level 1 void infills have commenced and you
would have recently noticed the installation of our
glitter hoarding around voids in front of the cinema
and McDonald’s while these works are being done.
There will also be a temporary scaffold structure
installed in the food court in July to support the
void infills. This will be overhead and will not cause
any obstructions from the ground floor. Access

to Level 1 via the travelators and the temporary
staircase will remain during this time.
